joy. This is the essence of The Fountain, the new HI-MACS
water sculpture by NEON at Neighbourhood Square, Brent
Cross Town, in the Brent district, north London. Standing
4.3 metres tall, the work transforms the public space into a
place of pause, curiosity, and interaction. The stacked plates,
slightly offset, create ever-changing cascades, sounds that
shift with every angle, and soft geometries that play with
the eye. Green and turquoise tones, referencing both the
landscape and water, guide the gaze through form and
movement. And it doesn’t stop there. Children explore the
pools, residents watch, pause, and interact: the commmunity
becomes part of the artwork. A contemporary gesture
echoing the tradition of making a wish at a fountain, turning
the everyday into a shared experience. “We wanted a piece
capable of oscillating between calm and play,” says Mark
Nixon, NEON. “Moments of quiet and listening, alongside
light-hearted, spontaneous interactions. It is this duality that
brings it to life within a public space.”
