HASSJA

Emil Béickstrom, architect,
Stockholm, Sweden

You can see them from afar,
unknown, yet familiar creatures
standing in the field — seemingly
waiting. They catch sunlight and
emits a warm golden glow. The
wind makes them move slightly. You
see them in a constellation, grouped
together, but never too close to each
other.

Hdssja is an installation based on
one of these nearly lost arts of
working the soil - hay-drying
structures. The three structures,
made out of the very plants
surrounding them, are not only
educational, they are formed and
arranged in a way that enhances
their inherited visceral qualities. The
small space inside each provides a
refuge from the world of today, and
provides for reflection on man’s
relation to nature, to past and future
ways of inhabiting our land.

MIROIRS ACOUSTIQUES

Miroirs acoustiques consist of two parabolic reflectors
(recycled aluminum antennas) planted in the ground.
Positioned back-to-back, one point to the festival, an
anthropogenic environment, and the other points to a
forested area and the St. Lawrence. Visitors are invited to
experience the two contrasting soundscapes. A hole in
the center of the sound mirrors encourages visitors to
observe the environment on the other side of the
installation and, in doing so, places them in the
optimum position to hear the focused sound waves.
